HILL JAR

Coated with a green glaze which has undergone
color changes due to chemical action in the soil.
The cover is shaped into hills, symbolizing the Isles
of the Blest; four animals are represented in
relief. The body of the vessel is decorated with a
band in relief showing dragons, tigers, galloping
boars, and birds on the wing. The three feet are
modeled in the shape of bears, emblems of strength
and endurance.
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
